The 2021 Philadelphia Summer Championships will be conducted in accordance with the rules and
regulations of U.S. Figure Skating, as set forth in the current rulebook, as well as any pertinent
updates which have been posted on the

U.S. Figure Skating website.

This competition is open to all eligible, restricted, reinstated or readmitted persons as defined by the
Eligibility Rules and is a currently registered member of a U.S. Figure Skating member club, a
collegiate club or an individual member in accordance with the current rulebook. Please refer to the
current rulebook for non-U.S. Citizens.

The 2021 Philadelphia Summer Championships is a participating
competition of the IceMan. This competition is also Sanctioned by Skate

Canada and open to all eligible Canadian skaters.

COVID-19 INFORMATION:

- All attendees are always required to properly wear face coverings over their nose and
mouth and secured under their chin while in a facility (exception: IF approved by facility, skaters
may remove when on the ice). This is not only for your protection, but for the protection of others
and is applied to all attendees.

- Social distancing must be maintained at all times. The CDC recommends a distance
of 6 feet and separate pathways will be established within the venue (minimizing crossover and
contamination).

ELIGIBILITY/TEST LEVEL:

Test level: Competition level is the highest test passed as of the entry deadline; in the discipline
the skater is entering. Entrants may skate one level above that for which they qualify, but they may
not skate down in any event. Participants can skate at more than one level of the short program.

Age restrictions/requirements: Singles free skate events (Well Balanced Program) have the following
requirements.

Juvenile: Girls — 12 years or younger; Boys —
13 years or younger

Open Juvenile: Girls — 13 years or older.
Boys — 14 years or older

Intermediate must be under the age of 18
Adults must be 21 years or older

C USA Eliqibili

Eligible competitors for Compete USA events may be members of a Learn to Skate USA Program or full
members, in good standing of U.S. Figure Skating. Eligibility will be based only upon highest free skate
test level passed (Moves in the Field test level will not determine skater's competitive level). Skaters may
skate at highest level passed or one level higher, but not both levels in the same event during the same
competition. Skaters may not compete at more than one level in the same type of event at the same
competition.

Entries will only be accepted online via EMS at www.usfsaonline.org. Registration closes July 9,
2021. Skaters wishing to register for the competition will need their U.S. Figure Skating member
number and password.

EMS SKATER PORTAL:
Once online registration has been completed, skaters will gain access to the EMS Skater Portal for this
competition. This is where you will manage music and PPC upload as well as purchase practice ice,
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view the competition schedule (once available) and update coach information. To access your skater
portal, click the BLUE Event Management System button on the Members Only landing page then
select the competition name from options at the bottom of the screen.

REFUND POLICY: No refunds will be given unless no competition exists, or the event is
canceled. There will be no refunds for medical withdrawals.

SCHEDULE: Competitors may be scheduled on any day or time for the announced dates of the
competition. The competition and practice ice schedule will be available via EMS as soon as
possible after the close of entries. A tentative schedule will be posted at www.lceWorkssc.org to
assist with travel plans. All participants will be notified via email once available.

EACILITIES: The competition will be held at IceWorks Skating Complex 3100 Duttons Mill Rd, Aston,
Pennsylvania 19014. Phone (610) 497-2200. www.iceworks.net The complex has 3 ice surfaces
measuring 85 X 200’ and one measuring 100’ X 200’. All rinks have rounded corner and hockey
barriers. Locker rooms will be available for use by skaters in each rink.

The complex features a full-service café, a pro shop, a game room, and Pub and Girill.

MUSIC CRITERIA:

e File Format: MP3 (only format EMS will accept)
e Bit Rate: 192 kbps or higher and Sample Rate: 44,100 kHz

o This will be verified by the music chair and they may request you upload a corrected
file
e Leaders and trailers (the silence or "dead space" before and after the actual start and
end of the program music) may not exceed two (2) seconds. We prefer that there be
NO leaders or trailers at all. Excessive leaders and trailers may disrupt the playing of
the music during competition.

Competitors must also bring a copy of their competition music on CD as a backup in case of technical
difficulties and must be available rink side during the competition. Only CDs (standard CD-R format
only) will be accepted for backups and must be clearly marked with the competitor's name, event,
and running time.

ICEMAN;

The 2021 Philadelphia Summer Championship is a 2021 Icemen designated competition. All male
skaters who are registered members of the Icemen program are invited to attend the Icemen social
held in conjunction with the competition. Details regarding the Iceman social will be posted on
the www.iceworkssc.org with date and time as well as registration process. Please note that
this information will not be up until early July. Skaters not yet part of the program may
register for social event as well.

REGISTRATION: Registration will begin on Sunday July 25, 2021 at 3pm and end Saturday July
31, 2021 at the close of the competition. Registration will be open one hour before the first event
and run through the last event of the day. The registration table will be located Main Lobby. Please
register promptly upon arrival.

LOCKER ROOMS AND CHANGING AREAS: Please click here to review the U.S. Figure
Skating SafeSport Handbook 2.pdf (usfigureskating.org) More detailed information can be
found in the SafeSport | U.S. Figure Skating (usfigureskating.org). Locker rooms will be open
for use. We ask that all skaters come for competition dressed and with the least number of
items as possible. Locker rooms will be cleaned frequently during the day and skaters may
be asked to step out for this cleaning.

PRACTICE ICE: All practice ice will be available for purchase online through the EMS Skater Portal.
A timeline for practice ice sales periods will be available for viewing on the Main page of your skater
portal. All skaters are encouraged to purchase practice ice through EMS on their mobile devices! For
additional information regarding practice ice offerings, visit your competition website.

AWARDS: Medals will be given first through fourth place. Awards will be given first through fourth
for short program, long program and for the combined event. No awards ceremonies will be held
in order to minimize gathering in the lobby. All medals can be picked up from Registration Desk.

OFFICIAL NOTICES: An official bulletin board will be maintained at the registration desk in the
main lobby. It is the responsibility of each competitor, parent and coach to check the bulletin board
frequently for any schedule changes and/or additional information. Skaters are requested to arrive
45 minutes prior to the scheduled time of their event. A tentative schedule of events will be posted
prior to the competition.

IEST CREDIT: Skaters that meet the requirements for test credit may request their test credit
forms at registration. Forms must be picked up at the registration desk prior to the end of the
competition. Skaters must fill out a form for test credit at time of registration. Test credit fees
are 25.00 per level.

TICKETS AND CREDENTIALS:

Each competitor will receive one credential AND one coach credential. Additional credentials for
coaches will be at the cost of $35.00. Entrance fees for all spectators of the event will be $10.00
per day for the 2021 Philadelphia Summer Championships and International Competition as well



as Collegiate Championships.
IMPORTANT NOTICE FOR ALL COACHES:

To be a credentialed coach at a sanctioned non qualifying competition, coaches must be included
within a skater’s registration or updated through their EMS Skater Portal. All coach compliance is
verified via EMS and is connected to the

The LOC will have a list of compliant coaches via EMS, verified through the U.S. Figure Skating
database who are approved to receive a credential at the competition. Coaches will need to check in at
the event registration desk and show a government issued photo I.D. to receive a credential.

If a coach cannot provide a photo I.D. and is not on the list or cannot produce the necessary documents,
he or she will not be allowed a credential. There can be no exceptions to this policy.
